To help support the needs of Montgomery County Public Libraries (MCPL) during tight budget times, two locally-based family foundations have donated a total of $15,000 to the Friends of the Library, Montgomery County, Inc. (FOLMC).
The Gaithersburg-based Wolpoff Family Foundation contributed $10,000 that has been designated for the acquisition of workforce development materials to help job seekers impacted by the economic downturn.
